Nature of operations

PFN Group of Companies Inc. ("the Company") is wholly owned by Pasqua First Nation and was
incorporated on July 9, 2012. Pasqua First Nation and PFN Group of Companies Inc. entered into
a partnership agreement on December 28, 2017 and established PFN Group of Companies LP,
whose primary business is investing in businesses and developing business opportunities for
Pasqua First Nation. Pasqua First Nation is the limited partner and owns 99.9%, and PFN Group
of Companies Inc. is the general partner and owns 0.1% of PFN Group.,of<€ompanies Limited
Partnership. PFN Group of companies LP acquired the assets and liabilitiesyofithe Company on
December 31, 2017 as further explained in note 8. The registered office is\located at Pasqua First
Nation, Saskatchewan, Canada.

(c) Investment in partnership

The Company is a partner in the partnership PFN Group of Companies Limited Partnership.
The investment is recorded on the equity basis, whereby the investment is initially recorded
at cost and adjusted for the Company's share of partnership income or losses less drawings
received. Income from the partnership is recorded in the accounts when‘it-has been allocated
according to the partnership agreement. Under the terms of the partnership agreement,
income is allocated to the partners at the end of the year. If the Company's share of equity is
a deficit amount, a reserve is recorded to reflect this amount.

(d) Measurement uncertainty

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with“International Financial Reporting
Standards requires management to make estimates,_and assumptions that affect the
reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosures of contingent liabilities at the date
of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the
reported period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Amounts due to related parties are unsecuredy-non-interest bearing and have no fixed repayment
schedules. Since the related parties have(indicated that it is not their intention to request payment
of these amounts during the next fiscal year; these amounts have been classified as non-current
assets.
